INFORMATION

Dickson Timber is 155 acres of rolling oak and
hickory forest. Many wild plants & animal
species call Dickson Timber home. The forest
provides habitat for native songbirds, especially
during migrations and birds of prey like barred
owls, great horned owls and red tail hawks.
Raccoons, deer, squirrels, rabbits, the occasional
fox and coyote and many other mamma species
live here among the dynamic forest. Hiking
through the timber, you’ll notice new sapling
trees and fallen dead logs which are habitat for
numerous insects, spiders, frogs and toads,
reptiles, and other small creatures that are the
basis in the intricate forest ecosystem.

The shelter house at Dickson Timber can be
used on a first-come, first served basis or
reserved, the maximum capacity inside the
shelter is 60.

The campground at Dickson Timber includes 12
electric sites as well as 8 equestrian sites.
Corrals are available for the horses. There are
primitive restrooms and water. All fires must be
built in designated fire rings or grills. Visitors
may pick strawberries, raspberries, mulberries,
nuts and mushrooms, but please do not pick
wildflowers.
