You are reserving a facility from the Chickasaw County Conservation Board.  All COUNTY PARK RULES AND STATE LAWS are enforced.  The entire RULES AND REGULATIONS may be found on the sign in the registration kiosk.  Contact the Conservation Board Office at the above location, phone or email if you have questions concerning park rules, policies or special requests.

RESERVATIONS: Must be placed through the Conservation Board office (641-394-4714) and are intended to provide a convenience for advanced notice users, special groups or holiday functions.  All reservations will require a minimum of 36 hour notice and can be placed any time after January 1 each calendar year.  
REQUIREMENTS:

A.  All reservations are for a two night minimum except for Holidays.


B.  Holidays: 3 night minimum for Memorial Day, 4th of July, and Labor Day.


1.  Payment is required at the time of reservation.  Payment must be made at the Conservation Board Office by cash or check.  


2. Once a reservation is placed and payment is made, there will be no refunds for cancellations other than for conditions listed under Cancellation/Refund Policy.   


3.  Reservation cards will not be posted until payment has been received.  


4. Once payment is received, the reserved loop will be tagged with a reservation card.  Reservation cards will be posted early in the week of the designated date(s).


5.  If a non-reservation camper attempts to camp on the loop after it has been reserved, the reserved camper always has rights to the site and the late arriving camper must move to another site.    

CHECK-IN/CHECK-OUT

Check-in time is after 3:00 p.m.


Check-out time is before 11:00 a.m.

CAMPING RULES FOR THE LOOP

1.  A maximum of six camping units will occupy the loop at one time for $75.00 per night.  Extra camping units camping with units on the loop will pay $18/night.

2.  No refunds are made for early departures.


3.  Tampering or attempting repairs to utility services is prohibited. 


4.  You are required to clean-up your campsite and keep it orderly. All refuse must be placed in provided dumpsters.  


5.  Smoking is prohibited in the shower house.  

CANCELLATION/REFUND POLICY

All reservations are final. 


Please understand at the time of booking your reservation you immediately prohibit other people from reserving and utilizing the site.  We will observe a NON-REFUNDABLE RESERVATION FEE policy with the following exceptions:

* Accident, serious injury or death of an immediate family member


* Travel conditions where a substantial risk is required in order to travel such as a travel advisory has been issued


* We are unable to provide the site in operable condition for the date of your reservation
