Adolph Munson Park Information
This park is known as Adolph Munson Park or Five Corners by some of the locals.

Donated to Chickasaw County in 1957 by Adolph Munson.

Old town of Jacksonville began here in 1854 – street maps in school house.


Once flourished because of the Old Military Trail.

Chickasaw County’s first newspaper published here in 1857.

Store held post office from 1866 to 1887.

Residents of Jacksonville hoped with the coming of the railroad, since it was already an active town, its leaders hoped the railroad would stop here.  Unfortunately that didn’t happen & in 1887 Jacksonville lost its post office.

Although the town was gone, the township still needed a school. In 1888, they built this school which measures 18’ x 22’.  At one time it did have a bell tower.  This school was used until 1948. 

Group known as Jacksonville Historians once cared for buildings and grounds.


Most are now deceased.

Friends of Jacksonville formed in 2006 to replace Historians.
